SUPERMARK LABELS - APPLICATION PROCEDURE

USING BOTTLES OF COMPOUND
Please read before commencing marking

1 The SUPERMARK system is very simple to carry out if the instructions are followed.

2 All items to be marked should be clean and dry, and best results are on flat surfaces.

3 Make sure the STENCIL message is correct. Now peel off the backing paper.

4 Make sure the stencil is firmly in place on the item to be marked by using the backing paper previously removed, being sure to apply extra pressure directly on the perforated area.

5 Please note that you need only a small amount of the marking compound, enough to fill each of the matrix holes that make up the marking message/code.

PLASTIC/WOOD/BAKED PAINT FINISH

Using the brush inside the lid of the bottle, brush a small amount of compound onto the stencil. With the spatula, spread the compound over the holes. Leave for 15-30 seconds. Remove the overlay gently by lifting the pink-coloured section at the top with your fingernail. The compound will be touch dry in 10 minutes, but will take approximately 8 hours to harden. If any of the pink colouring remains on the label, it can be rubbed off once the marking compound has hardened.

1 Do not allow children to use the marking compounds

2 Keep the bottles of compound in a cool place and preferably in a locked cupboard.
3 Stencils and bottles, after use, should be disposed of carefully.
4 DO NOT EAT, DRINK OR SMOKE WHEN USING ANY COMPOUND.
IF ANY COMPOUND SHOULD COME INTO CONTACT WITH SKIN, IT SHOULD BE WASHED OFF WITH SOAP AND WARM WATER AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.

USE THE COMPOUND CAREFULLY AS IT WILL PERMANENTLY MARK CLOTHING, FURNITURE, ETC.

HONESTLY NOW!

Have you read the detailed instructions above? If followed carefully, you will have a successful marking each time. Remember that the mark is permanent, so any mistake cannot be altered.

Each bottle of marking compound contains sufficient to mark 50 items. The bottle has a shelf life of 12 months, when kept in a cool, dark place. Make sure that you replace the bottle cap after use.
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
